Hi all, this month there has been a lot going on in the Victoria ATHRA world with the State Government
commissioning an investigation into the use of State Parks that has caused concern that horse riders,
prospectors, motorbike riders and other park users will be locked out for good. Alan Salter from Ballarat Social
Trail Horse Riders Club has been championing efforts to advocate for horse riders in Central and Central
Western Victoria to make sure our voices are heard in these conversations as responsible and regular uses of
these parks. He has been circulating a petition via email and Facebook which needs to be printed, signed and
posted to Louise Staley MP, 177 High Street, Maryborough, 3465 by the 19th July. I will be bringing printed
copies of this petition for dissemination to Alison’s Taradale ride at the end of the month. KDTRC has
envelopes and stamps available for those that are keen to take a petition and gather signatures. Unfortunately
this has to be done via paper and post. Look forward to seeing you at the end of June! Yours on trails, Amy.

Where — 217 Old Drummond Road, Taradale
When - 9.45 horseless muster for 10am ride out.
Come and sign in with AMY

Directions — From the Calder Hwy (not the Calder Freeway), going into the Taradale township, you will
find the Old Drummond Rd intersects with the Calder Hwy just near the centre of town. Take this route to
Alison’s place at 217 Old Drummond Road.

Ride — The ride will be approximately 20-25km of meandering through the local forest, there will be some
kangaroo tracks, motorbike tracks, bush bashing, and minimal four wheel drive tracks. Afternoon tea will be
provided at the conclusion of ride.

Conditions — Breastplates, cruppers, boots or shoes should be considered as at times it will be hilly and
rocky. The pace will be slow (mainly walking) but your horse will need a reasonable level of fitness. The
ride is suited to most people who can sit in a saddle for 4-5 hours.

Bring — Saddle bag lunch, drink bottle, halter and lead.

KDTRC extra‘Green Beans & Nervous Nellies’
Ride Calendar for 2018

Okay gang! Here’s the rules/guidelines for these extra ‘Green Beans & Nervous Nellies’ rides.

There are limited numbers on these rides of around 6 riders not including the ride leader. Riders must be KDTRC members or
prospective members. Priority will go first to those that are not yet able to go on our regular rides due to confidence issues, horse
green etc. Then it will be those that go to our regular rides, but have a new or green horse that they are working that they have not
bought on our regular KDTRC rides yet. Then it will go to those that have been on our regular rides, with this particular horse, but
they have been having trouble. This will only be an issue if more than 6 people nominate to ride, and | will have to prioritise based
on the above.

What the ride leader says — goes. Be prepared to be told to stop, slow down, get back behind the ride leader, give another horse
some distance etc. I’'m not being bossy, this is a learning experience for people and it needs to be respected.

Be prepared to be patient with other riders. We will ride to the ability of the most inexperienced horse/rider. We may have to stop,
we may have to wait, and we may have to change our plans.

Think of these rides as a ‘schooling’ exercise for your horse. We may be changing locations amongst the group, doing a creek
crossing, trying out taking horses past an obstacle like a scary bin, or a burnt out tree stump. We might spend some time at these
things.

We may try different passes such as trot and canter in short controlled distances. We will only do this if everyone agrees to it and
there will be no ‘peer pressure’.

Expect that other people’s horses may not behave, especially the Green Beans. You are all in the same boat be patient and forgiving,
everyone will be doing their best.
