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Ride Reports – 

Sheffield, Bridgenorth & Patersonia
Phil Turners Ride Sheffield – 26th August 2006. 

It was a slow start to the ride with riders straggling to arrive, but as the numbers grew to about 18 riders it looked like being a good day.  Once again the weather was fine and sunny - we are so lucky with most of our rides.

Phil had had the fore-thought to arrange for Craig to follow the ride on his 4 wheeled bike.  As it turned out, this was very handy.

After awhile we were organised and were able to set off under Phil’s direction.  Following a short piece of “road work”, we headed out across the paddocks – everything was so green and looked so good.  Good views across the hills and wild ducks circling around the dams.  It wasn’t long before Meg had to get off to adjust some gear, but her horse wasn’t too keen to let her get back on again.  Meg landed behind the saddle and the horse objected and tossed her off!  As it turned out – that was the first fall for the day.  Meg was fine and was back on board quickly, and off we went again.  Things went well, with horses managing to negotiate a wet and slippery gateway with some concealed wire to contend with as well.  A little further on along the track Carolyn’s horse decided to “chuck a hissy fit” and Carolyn ended up on her back, down a bank in a heap of blackberries.  Most undignified!  She finally managed, with a little assistance, to extract herself and assured us she was fine to continue.

We were by now into a newly planted area of trees.  After a couple of minor incidents tackling a hilly section – one rider losing her leathers and another half walking/half riding up the hill – I thought that must surely be the end of our misfortunes for the day. 

Ride Report Cont.
We were meandering through a cleared section of the plantation when Carolyn’s horse again decided to lay down on the job – unfortunately this time Carolyn was underneath it!  The horse made no attempt to get up and had pinned Carolyn by the leg.  Rodney swung into action, and with a bit of assistance, managed to roll the horse off Carolyn, who after a few minutes was able to get back on her feet.  NOT ONLY BACK ON HER FEET, BUT WANTED TO GET BACK ON THE HORSE AGAIN !!!

She was finally convinced that it would be best for her to return to base on the 4 wheeled bike with Craig and her daughter, and Robert and Rodney took charge of the horses.

The rest of the riders finished the ride without incident– we weren’t far from base anyway. 

After all the excitement for the day we were all well and truly ready for the planned BBQ at Phil’s place.  It was great to relax and enjoy the view from the front verandah.  As usual, David, with some assistance, did a great job with the cooking, and the Turner Family provided plenty of extras – no-one should have been hungry.

Corney’s Ride Bridgenorth –
On the 16th of December 2006, approx 15 riders enjoyed relaxed and compact ride. With this ride being a closed ride due to horse float parking space, a couple of people who live in the local area were quite happy to drop their horses off. At least now we know we can fit about 12 floats quite comfortably on the arena area before sending 4WD’s out into the back paddocks.

The ride itself went for a total of 2 ½ hours, and was conducted over three sections. The first section was a quick 20min ride through the back 16 acres of bush on our property. We worked our way up one side of the property riding through more scrub and bush conditions before coming back down the other side of the property which was riding through trees. This section was good, as from the start horses had to think about the ride instead of having open space to get exited about.
From there we went into our neighbouring Gunn’s Plantation, this section is mainly well maintained logging tracks with only one section of about 1km that is rocky, but is still rideable even for horses without shoes (in my opinion anyhow), plus soft criss-cross tracks between the main roads. We also rode along some bush tracks that took us around a small dam and up to the top of the hill from which you could see Rocherlea, Grindelwald, and the Tamar River.

The ride up to the top of the highest hill on the property saw something never seen on a ride before, the lead horse being over taken by the drag horse, yes Craig Hoodless over took me and Archie, however this did not last long as we had to save face and trot up the hill to pass the entire field to take the lead once again. Other sections had some steep sections to ride up and down, 

giving the chance for a few riders to have a good gallop up the longest and steepest section. 

After riding on the Gunn’s property for about 2hours we then re-entered our property where half the group went back to the floats while the rest of us went back up the side of our property with a leisurely ride back down the middle, and back to the floats

Once the horses were all settled and the gear packed away, we all enjoyed another well cooked BBQ by the “Iron Plate Chef” – David Jarman. We sat by the dam, ate, and drank (cordial). What a way to enjoy a Saturday afternoon, a relaxed horse ride and afterwards sitting around and enjoyed each others company. To me this is what the club is about.
